There are daily newspapers in every
territory of the world. In 2002 there
were 507 million newspapers
circulated every day. This includes
newspapers that are free and those
that are sold. Newpapers are a means
for literate people to learn about
current affairs, they are how most
journalists present stories.

The highest number of daily
newspapers in circulation are in China,
Japan and India. In Japan there are
566 copies of newspapers circulated
for every 1000 people living there;
circulation in China and India is a
tenth of this. The world average daily
newspaper circulation is 81 per
thousand, or 2 newspapers produced
for every 25 people in the world.
