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More toys are exported (US$ net) from
Eastern Asia than from any other
region. The value of net exports
depends on a combination of how
much is exported, how much is
imported, and the prices paid.

In terms of earnings from toy exports,
there is considerable variation
between Eastern Asian territories. Net
exports earnings per person from
Hong Kong are more than 10 times
greater than those from Taiwan, and
almost 100 times greater than those
from China.

Toys, including sports equipment,
make up 1% of worldwide exports
when measured in US dollars.

Territory size shows the proportion of worldwide net
exports of toys (in US$) that come from there. Net
exports are exports minus imports. When imports are
larger than exports the territory is not shown.
